FEATURES

1. Center section does not change.

2. Front and rear will blend with existing center section.

3. New center sections will be in two halves with break on center line.

4. Nose and tail will be made in 4 to 6 parts each to lower repair costs, for ease of replacement, and less expensive shipping via UPS. Parts would be fastened together for solid assembly. Fastener type and final break points will be determined with full size mock-up.

5. Engine cooling vents in mold.

6. Fuel cell filler cap will be exposed.

7. Rear wheels will be exposed.

8. Front splitter will be in nose mold.

9. Non-adjustable rear wing.
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OTHER INFORMATION

1. Testing of new style bodywork vs. current bodywork will be done to ensure equivalent performance of final version; “mixed” styles (i.e., old nose/new tail, new nose/old tail) will be tested and if equalization is not possible, “mixed” styles would be disallowed.

2. Pricing (including shipping) is expected to remain approximately equal to current bodywork.

3. The wing may or may not be included, depending on member input.

4. If the current bodywork style is retained, the new molds will use the split center section and multi-part nose and tail molds to reduce shipping costs.
