On the heels of the announcement that SCCA Inc will formally investigate the sale of SCCA Enterprises to qualified parties, and in our ongoing efforts to assist in the tire shortages with the new SRF Goodyear tire; I regretfully am “postponing” the Spec Festival that was to be run at Heartland Park Topeka this August.  The complete justification for me to delay an event that was intended to be a “reward” to our customers for their support is not easy to cover.  Our Staff was looking forward to the race as much as anyone and the list of reasons to host such an event was quite long.  However, with other priorities that are greater than the need to host an essentially social event; I have to take this action.  

In the coming weeks we look forward to supporting the SCCA Inc process for accepting bids from the potential new owners of Enterprises.  My number one priority is to continue to feed information about Enterprises business obligations, our CSR community and our customers’ needs to the team that the SCCA Inc Board has selected to evaluate the sale options. Enterprises is a successful entity, we are experiencing significant new growth, and we have just started to reach the potential for our current products.  We have learned what would have made the Spec Festival a success and we have simply shelved the project; I hope the new owners will allow us to celebrate our current and future success with this type of an activity.  
We absolutely owe the SRF community the chance to be affected as little as possible by our strained tire supply this summer.  The potential that this event could have placed an unrecoverable burden on our tire partner and prevented racers vying for Regional championships or National points to get tires is not acceptable.  I would rather apologize for disappointing a large number of racers who planned on coming to this event, than feel we placed a burden on all SRF racers at all events.  Our success, shown through impressive participation and new customer interest in 2006, has strained everything in the system.  In the F/SRSCCA community it is shown by the frequent disappointment that the new prospects and current customers feel as we recover from a temporary shortage of both new cars and parts available from Élan Motorsports Technologies.  Depending on how quickly Élan corrects their internal problems, the Spec Festival could also have placed an unneeded burden on that community’s ability to obtain replacement parts.  
Disappointing so many customers and partners who had shown the interest in an event designed to broaden the communication and camaraderie amongst our racers may seem risky from a PR standpoint.  However, insuring that we are operationally strong, excellently staffed, completely self sufficient, striving to improve the already “best in racing” value of our cars and constantly looking at our products and partnerships are the truly “important” things we do.  Focusing on these core activities lead us out of recent challenges and will lead us to sustainable success!!
