There have been several rumors and exaggerations on the discussion board lately which need some clarification:

1. The first is the lack of communication by Enterprises through the bulletin board.  About four years ago and a couple of times since then, the SCCA Board of Directors has emphasized that bulletin boards are not to be considered official communication devices by SCCA to the membership and that the various official groups within SCCA should not participate in them.  Enterprises has broken this rule a couple of times when it seemed that was the only way to get information out quickly but overall, we have adhered to the rule.  Again, I invite all to call us directly any time for information and clarification and we will do our best to bring you up to date.

2. Shipping dates are assimilated to the appropriate purchasers as soon as we have them from Van Diemen..  In general Van Diemen e-mails us anywhere from one to two weeks before shipment and wants the final payment for those chassis transferred before the container or airfreight leaves their dock.  As it turns out, this shipping date is not always adhered to.  We have had instances when the money has been transferred and several weeks have gone by before we are sent confirmation that the shipment is on its way.  We do our best to keep the purchasers apprised.

3. Enterprises does not make or keep any income from the exchange rate.  We started out dealing with our core bank but we are currently working with three different financial institutions.  Several items influence the exchange rate, including total amount exchanged, time of day, and foreign exchange markets,  For reference, the rate listed on the net or in the paper is the wholesale rate listed for banks and applies to amounts over one million.  A couple of purchasers (bankers themselves) have transferred their own money to Van Diemen and were within a few tenths of what we could get.  It is acceptable to us if you want to try and get a better rate.  We will provide the Pound amount and the transfer address.  The remaining amount owed would be paid to Enterprises in dollars. If you feel the car has become too expensive we will refund your down payment and cancel the purchase.  The one caveat in this offer is that we have committed to take the chassis when the down payment is paid to Van Diemen.  You would have to notify us 3 or 4 weeks before Van Diemen is ready to ship the car so we have time to get it transferred to another purchaser.

4. For several years all of SCCA has closed for the week between Christmas and New Years.  This year all of SCCA switched from a fiscal year to a calendar year which moved inventory and a complete accounting changeover to the days before the holidays.  On top of that, Heather, who is the rock in our office, was busy delivering a baby girl.  We tried to get back to callers and apologize if we missed some or gave misinformation. 

5. A complete, new engine is 5,850.00.  It includes oil pan, oil pump, reversed water pump, belts and pulleys, block plates, clutch and flywheel, fuel rail, hardware kit and misc. hoses.  A core exchange engine is 3,700.  The above list is removed from your engine and assembled on a brand new engine.  Both engines are dynod, sealed, and ready for installation.  Rebuild parts will be available in the future.

6. The car weight was set for a 200 pound driver.  When it became obvious a muffler and in most cases an oil cooler and alternator would be on the car, it was increased another 15 lbs. Car weight has always been a controversial area.  Any member or group can petition the Club Racing Board (Competition Board) for a weight change and if shown to be required, Enterprises would support it.  Keep in mind that although it is anticipated the car will bring in new young drivers, it also has to serve the general membership that is more likely to be heavier and for the first time, can include larger drivers in a formula class.

7. There is always a concern over part prices and the perceived profit collected by Enterprises.  One comment on the board is that the nose retails for $700 while a FV nose is less then $200. The actual retail price of the nose is $576.11. I don’t know what a FV nose costs but the last nose we purchased from Van Diemen cost Enterprises $466.65.  The $109.46 remaining is divided with the dealer.  Not much is left over for the “hundred percent markup” claimed on the bulletin board..

I have purposely limited this letter to the bulletin board comments.  Within a few days we hope to fill everybody in on results to date with the transmission and other issues.
