FSCCA Update

On February 10, Enterprises tested a new barrel and shifter forks.  Van Diemen has tested the new barrel twice and there will be two more tests within the week.

All indications are that this new barrel is a large step in the right direction.  The barrel tested was much harder and had a flat at the point where the shifter pin rests while in gear.  Our test showed a very slight pucker at the point in the groove for 2nd and 3rd gear.  We also observed heavy wear on the shifter pins, particularly for 1st gear.  The forks tested were forged.

The pucker has been attributed to no chamfer in that area of the grooving.  The additional testing will include shifter pins that are case hardened..  There is still a question of dog ring positioning which Enterprises is currently pursuing. 

Elite has started production on a batch of barrels and new pins to be available soon.

Chassis through number 84 have either been shipped via air or left Van Diemen via container on February 16.  Van Diemen has said that the new barrel, pins, and forks will be placed in all future cars.  We are waiting for confirmation that future cars starts with chassis number 85.

We have received a lighter flywheel/clutch package from Quarter Master.  Testing will be under way shortly.

All indications are that the cars teething problems are being addressed and have been or will be corrected soon..
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
