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Following is where we are with the transmission today:

· All transmissions will receive a new barrel at no charge.

· If a customers transmission has the older billet forks, they will be replaced with forged forks and new pins free of charge. 

· All transmissions that have had parts break, the broken parts will be replaced free of charge to make the transmission whole again. 

· If a customer has experienced a broken part and we have it in hand at the time of rebuilding, the part will be replaced free of charge and all other non-broken parts will be tested for hardness and fit and will be replaced free of charge if not meeting specifications. 

· Those transmissions that have not had the experience of broken parts will be given the opportunity to update their gear sets to the new specs for hardness and surface finish (1st thru 5th ) for a onetime price of approximately $1,300. 

· Enterprises has purchased a Rockwell tester and will be able to confirm specification compliance for all future transmission parts.

· A representative from Elite will travel to Denver to rebuild and refit all transmissions with the new parts.

· All future car deliveries will include the new transmission parts. 

Timing for this program has not been established yet.  Elite is currently studying the requirements and the production time required for new parts to be produced.  We expect to have a schedule in the next few days.  It is Enterprises intent to correct those transmissions not able to run first.  Some have raised the question of fitting the new parts in the transmission themselves without sending their transmission to Denver.  This is possible when existing parts are sent to Enterprises for exchange, but we feel the fit is a substantial part of the Elite rebuild and if done other then by Elite, will be at your own risk.

You can be assured that we have worked hard to pull this program together and feel with Van Diemen’s and Elite’s help, the FSCCA car is well on its way to being all that was promised at its introduction.
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
