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The following is a safety notification related to the drive axles of the FSCCA cars.

SCCA Enterprises has received the following e-mail notice from Van Diemen as to the safe adjustable limits of the rear suspension. 

“We have checked the limitations.

Rear lower wishbone rod ends set at 24mm centers Max camber 2.5 deg, more camber than this results in the drive shaft bottoming out.
This set up is ok for the Hoosier tire ( Cross ply) since I believe the camber range is 1/1.5 deg

Rear lower wishbone joints set at 28mm centers. Max camber 3.5 deg. more camber than this results in drive shaft bottoming.
This set up is required for the Avon/cooper tire.( radial) since I believe the camber range is 3/3.5 deg.


Conclusion= IF TEAMS SET THEIR CARS TO THE 28MM DIMENSION IT WILL ALLOW FOR BOTH CROSSPLY AND RADIAL TYRES.

PLEASE ENSURE THIS INFORMATION IS PASSED ON TO ALL TEAMS AND CUSTOMERS WHO INTEND RUNNING THESE CARS ON BOTH CROSSPLY AND RADIAL TYRES”

The safety concern is that if the rear suspension is adjusted beyond these limits the drive axles will bottom out and break. When the axle breaks it can be thrown from the car hitting something or someone. Enterprises will be asking the Club Racing Board to add a new rule to the rule book which defines the current rule that states the car can only be adjusted to the limits of the suspension. The limits of adjustability, as defined by Van Diemen for safe operation and to keep from breaking the rear axles is quoted above.

Until that rule is updated please make sure you adhere to the dimensions provided.
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
