FSCCA Update 20

The last few months have seen a flurry of activity both visible and also not readily apparent in regards to the FSCCA cars and transmissions.  Changes have been implemented by both drivers and the transmission manufacturer.  Several other issues have been dealt with more quietly. 

This past weekend a new and final contract has been agreed upon between Elan Motorsports Technologies, parent company of Van Diemen, and SCCA Enterprises.  The new contract is expected to be signed by all parties this week.

Leading up to this significant moment has been a lot of effort and time expended by the three principals, Elan, Van Diemen and Enterprises as well as a reworking of manufacturing procedures by Elite.  The most immediate impact on car owners will be:

1. Future transmissions will have a limited warrantee by Elan for workmanship and quality control.

2. All FSCCA transmissions and shift actuators will now be open to any owner improvements or upgrades as long as the existing case and gear ratios remain the same. For example, it will be legal to modify the shift actuator and modify or replace shafts, gears, spacers, etc. as long as all ratios and the case remain the same.

Additionally, Enterprises expects to resume production and shipment of new cars within the next two weeks.  It is our understanding that 14 frames have been produced and that these frames are in various stages of assembly for the chassis on order.  All transmissions at Van Diemen have been returned to Elite for any necessary rework or updates as required by the new warranty.  As Enterprises receives more information on existing orders, each individual purchaser will be brought up to date.  All new chassis will be shipped directly to Enterprises for a complete and thorough inspection before distribution to purchasers.

It has been a long and sometimes grueling few months to bring this about but all of us believe this is truly a new beginning for the FSCCA cars and we expect the class to continue its forward movement from here on.
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
